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Biblical book of Exodus summarized. 
 
The Israelite population in Egypt grew rapidly, which worried the Egyptians, Exod. 
1:9 & when Pharoah died, the new Pharaoh chose to enslave & use the Israelis to 
build up cities. This enslaving of the children of Israel came about, due to their 
disobedience, as they had been given choices by God , obey & receive blessings, or 
disobey God & be cursed, Leviticus 26 & Deut. 28 talks about how the curses would 
find & bind them, as they were to be cursed in all they do & nations would rise 
above them & they would face diseases & pestilence, from their disobedience & 
sinful choices; they were reaping & suffering due to their own sinful choices.  
 
Pharoah had also ruled that every newborn Hebrew boy be killed, Exod.1:22. One 
baby named Moses was hidden & found by Pharaoh’s daughter, who adopted him 
& this Hebrew boy, was raised as an Egyptian in Pharaoh’s house, Exod. 2:10. At 
around 40 yrs., Moses saw an Egyptian beating a Hebrew & Moses killed the 
Egyptian & had to flee & hide, Exod. 2:15. Later on Pharaoh had died & Moses’ 
crime was dismissed, Exodus 4:19. One day God appeared to Moses, in a burning 
bush, Exodus 3:2 & called on him to save the Israelites & lead them out of slavery.  
God told Moses His plan to humble Pharaoh & to rescue His people & Moses cried 
about why he couldn’t be part of the plan.  
Moses asks, suppose I tell them God has sent me & they ask, what is His name, 
what shall I say & God answered, "Ehyeh Asher Ehyeh"  (American translators say 
I AM THAT I AM, say I AM has sent me) Exodus 3:13-14, (whereas Jewish translators 
say God says in this translation, God says "I will be, what I will be".) This is another 
great example for where God says to test & prove His word, do not argue on what 
you believe, or have been told, find God's truth, according to God, not men & 
religious leaders passed down unsubstantiated translations,  inferences, or learned 
beliefs, as man is fallible & though God is truth, bible translations have had men's 
hands & personal thoughts & translations in them. 
Moses said his poor speaking skills may ruin His plan, but God said; Who gave 
people mouths? Who makes them deaf, mute, pr blind? Is it not I? I will help you 
speak, but Moses said, please send another & the Lord’s anger burned against him, 
but He said, your brother Aaron speaks well, you shall speak to him & I will teach 
you what to say & he will speak it for us, Exodus 4:11-16.  
God sent Moses, to lead God's people, but Pharoah was like a God in Egypt & Moses 
had to convince him to let them go. God wanted to prove to Pharaoh, that He was 
the One true God, through the 10 Plagues, planned for him & the persecutors of 
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God’s people. Pharoah refused to free God’s people & the wrath & plagues began, 
Exodus Ch. 7-11 & were as follows; A Plague of Blood, turning the water source to 
blood. The Plague of Frogs, Gnats, Flies, Boils, Hail, Locusts, on Livestock, of 
darkness, plague on the Firstborn, where the firstborn son of every Egyptian died, 
which started the rite of Passover, as the Israelites put lamb’s blood over their 
doors, showing they belonged to God, so the coming death would pass over them.  
 
This was the breaking point & Pharaoh let the Israelites go, exod. 13 & Moses led 
them out of Egypt, with the help of a pillar of cloud of fire but, Pharaoh had changed 
his mind & sent out his chariots to slaughter them, but the angel of God was with 
Moses & the Israelites & when they came upon the Red Sea, the Lord parted the 
waters for the Israelites to travel through on dry ground.  
The Egyptians soon followed & the waters flowed over them & none survived, 
Exod.14. This miracle set Moses as the leader of God’s people & showed them that 
they had nothing to fear, as long as God was with them. But, even after all God had 
done, there were many times that they failed to trust in Him. Every step of the way, 
they whined that they had been better off as slaves. With every new obstacle, they 
cried & wanted to give up, even after witnessing the miracle of God’s provision of 
Manna & seeing His power against Pharaoh, they still doubted.  
 
With all this grumbling & disobedience, God wanted to wipe them out & start a 
new nation, but Moses persuaded God to forgive them, but as a result of their 
rebellion they were forced to wander lost in the desert for 40 years, until all who 
had rebelled, had grew old & died & the promised land was then given to their 
children, Numbers 14:31.  
 
So, the people missed out on God’s promise, due to lack of patience & belief i.e. 
moaning, groaning & hating, instead of trusting, believing & loving, as these are all 
choices & each has its own reward, or punishment.  
 
So where do you stand on trusting & believing God through the tough & hard 
times? Don't forget that God is always with us & will never leave us, even when the 
flesh, or maybe the demons, of this world are testing & trying our faith? Stand 
strong in faith & love, as God's time is different than ours, but it always wins out. 
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So lets look at life in 1952, gather together & share some thoughts.

Do you remember the public thoughts on health & polio, or the world & the Atom 
bomb tests, or was there other things that raised fears in general everyday life? 
Were you, or your family into sports, as this was a good year for Michigan with 
Detroit Lions champs, Michigan Wolverines Big 10 baseball champs, MSU Spartans 
football at #1, Red Wings Stanley cup champs. 
 
With all our talks on memories, some remembered, some forgotten, it’s would be 
easy to get the idea that one may be getting old, but be assured that growing older 
does not make one old, at least not in relation to eternity, in which we are not 
growing older, we are growing wiser & more understanding of the fruit of the spirit, 
which can be found in Galatians 5:22 & is well worth studying. The Bible also 
presents growing old as a natural part of life. There is honor involved in the aging 
process, because growing old is accompanied by increased wisdom & experience. 
Gray hair is a crown of splendor; it is attained by a righteous life, Proverbs 16:31.
