If you truly believe God & truly pray to Him for it, He will answer, so find 

a quiet place with God & try something like this; Dear God, I know I am a 

sinner & deserve nothing less than hell.

with scripture, praying endlessly & a find a good bible-based church & 

become involved in some small church groups, or activities & get 

prepared to start positive life changes, while eliminating any negative 

people & activities that you need too.
